No disciplinary action shall be taken against
any student that is based totally or in part on

The grounds for disciplinary action, including
those described more thoroughly later in this
policy, apply whenever the student's conduct
is reasonably related to school or school
activities, including, but not limited to:

Delegation of Authority B Each teacher, and
any other school personnel when students are
under his or her charge, is authorized to
impose any disciplinary measure, other than
suspension, expulsion, corporal punishment or
in-school suspension, which is appropriate and
in accordance with the policies and rules on
student discipline. Teachers, other certified
educational employees, and other persons
providing a related service f@r with respect

to a student, may use reasonable force as
needed to maintain safety for other students,
school personnel, or other persons, or for the
purpose of selflefense or defense of property.
Teachers may remove students from a
classroom for dismptive behavior.

The Superintendent, Building Principal,
ssistant Building Principal is authorized to
impose the same disciplinary measures as
teachers and may suspend students guilty of
gross disobedience or misconduct from school
(including all schoolfunctions) and from
riding the school bus, up to 10 consecutive
school days, provided the appropriate
procedures are followed. The Board of
Education may suspend a student from riding
the bus in excess of 10 days for safety reasons.

Participation in athletic activities at Canton Higbhool and Ingersoll Middle School is a privilege, which must be earned

by adhering to the following guidelines 24 hours a day, seven (7) days a week, twelve (12) months a year whether or not

school is in session. This policy applies to all athlete$uitng cheerleaders and pom pon participants.)

1. Canton High School athletes shall have passed 2.5 credits the previous semester: 1/2 credit may be Band, Chorus or
Physical Education (five classes.) Ingersoll Middle School athletes must have passadsall @ the grading period
prior to the season in which they are participating.

2. Canton High School athletes shall be doing passing work each week in at least 5 classes (Band, Chorus or Physical
Education may be used as one class). Eligibility islawton Monday of each week during the semester. Individuals
not passing at least 5 classes each week will be ineligible for the next week (Monday through Sunday). Weekly
eligibility is determined by calculating the cumulative grade for any course gttrérfirst day of the semester.

Athletes must, unless they are entering high school for the first time, have passed five classes the previous semester of high

school to be eligible for the next semester. Ingersoll Middle School athletes shall be dwiimg peork in all school

subjects. Passing work shall be checked weekly to govern eligibility for the following Monday through Saturday.

Eligibility check shall begin the week prior to the first contest in the activity. The eligibility check shaé bartte day

each week (Friday) unless school is not in session; then it will be taken on the last day of student attendance that week.

3. Athletes who are excused from a class/classes to participate in an athletic activity are expected to make wggany miss
assignments in advance.

4. Athletes will not be permitted to participate in scheduled contests if they are absent from school on the day of the
contest. Prexcused absences and emergencies, with administrative approval, will not be considered. aBgences
athlete who is in attendance for three (3) clock hours on the day of the contest will be eligible to participate in that
contest. An athlete who is absent on Friday will be eligible to participate in a Saturday contest.

5. Canton High School atétes receiving an iachool and/or oubf-school suspension during a sport season may not
practice and/or participate on the days of the suspension. If no contests are scheduled on the day(s) of the suspension,
athletes will not participate in the nexgraarly scheduled contest in that sport in which they are involved.

Ingersoll Middle School athletes receiving anshool and/or oubf-school suspension during a sport season may not

practice and/or participate on the days of the suspension. If nestomtre scheduled on the day(s) of ascimool

suspension, athletes will not participate in the next regularly scheduled contest in that sport in which they are involved.

Athletes receiving an owdf-school suspension during a season will be placedainsSRed. Athletes will not participate

in any competition while on Status Red, however, may practice with the team.

6. Athletes shall be responsible for all school uniforms and other equipment issued during a sport season.

a) Athletes who damage oiilfto return equipment shall make a monetary restitution for such items (shall be required to
pay the replacement cost for the lost and/or damaged items). b) Athletes shall be suspended from further athletic
competition until such obligations are met. ch8ol authorities may withhold official records until obligations are met.

7. If an athlete quits any activity after the start of the season, the individual may not participate in another activity until the
first activity has completed its season, unlesiten permission is obtained from the coach/sponsor of the original
activity and Athletic Director/Administration. A sport season is defined as the first official practice day/date through the
last contest for that activity.

8. Athletes shall be subje¢b the Athletic Policy if he/she commits any of the following infractions whether on or off
school grounds:

a) Possession or use of any form of tobacco. b) Possession, use, and/or distribution of alcohol, illegal drugs, controlled
substances or loedlike drugs, drug paraphernalia, and/or abuse of prescription drugs. ¢) Significant acts of: vandalism;
theft; premeditated or other act of violence; and/or exhibits extreme behavior that violates school and/or district policies.
d) Any conduct that violate®tal, state or federal civil and/or criminal laws. Such conduct includes involvement in,
arrests for, or convictions of violations, such as major theft, malicious destruction of school or personal property, gross
sexual misconduct, attacks on school pengd, carrying weapons, substance abuse, etc.

Any violation of the stated policy will result in the following actions:

9. FIRST OFFENSE by a participant shall result in the suspension from 25% of the regularly scheduled contests for the
season. (See calation table at end of policy.) Suspension will be served during the state tournament series if that
series is encompassed in 25% of the regularly scheduled contests. If a suspension is not completed during a given sport
season, the suspension will berizat over to the next sport season in which the athlete participates. Note that these
suspensions may carry over into the following school year. If the first offense infraction is for substance abuse
(including tobacco), the student must submit to atsmioe abuse evaluation*, at the studentOs expense. The substance
abuse program must be approved by the Athletic Director and/or Administration. The student must obtain a referral
sheet from the Athletic Director and/or Administration indicating the offanfraction. The student must provide
evidence of the substance abuse evaluation as validated by a signed certificate of evaluation. The certificate of
evaluation shall include a brief synopsis of participation, continuum plan, and prognosis. Bglandde a certificate
of evaluation to the Athletic Director and/or Administration will invalidate the Option for 1st Offense. The purpose of
this requirement is for the student to be evaluated and obtain help if needed. Participation expecfatidcodtem 15
below.
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OPTION FOR $T OFFENSE: VoluntaryAdmission by the student and/or parent/guardian to the coach/sponsor or

Athletic Director or Administration of a first offense infraction will result in a reduction of the suspension by 50%.

Voluntaly admission may NOT be used by a student if the rule infraction is already known by the school. Participation

expectations refer to Iltem 15 below.

10. SECOND OFFENSE by a participant shall result in the suspension from all contests for 180 school days. The
suspension shall begin from the date of the second rule infraction. If the suspension is not completed during a school
year, the suspension may gaover into the following school year. Participation expectatiaeser to Item 15 below.

OPTION FOR YD OFFENSE: 1) Substance Abuse (including tobacco): If the student is willing to participate in a
substance abuse program** at his/her own expense,ettsecond offense infraction will be reduced to 90 school days
AND a minimum of 50% of the TOTAL number of scheduled contests in the current sport and/or next sport season. The
substance abuse program must be approved by the Athletic Director and/or hdigm. The student must obtain a
referral sheet from the Athletic Director and/or Administration indicating the offense infraction. In order to participate in
contests during the next sport season in which he/she will be eligible, the student midst evitlence of successful
completion of the substance abuse program as validated by a signed certificate of completion. The certificate of completion
shall include a brief synopsis of participation, continuum plan, and prognosis. Failure to proddédiaate of

completion will invalidate the Option for Offense. This may be a carry over suspension. 2) Other than Substance

Abuse: The student must perform 10 hours of community service to the school district under the supervision of a

coach/sporar, Athletic Director, Administration and/or his/her designee, the second offense infraction will be reduced to

90 school day&ND a minimum of 50% of the TOTAL number of scheduled contests in the current sport and/or next sport

season The community seige must be served within the 90 school day suspension.

11. THIRD OFFENSE by a participant shall make the student ineligible to participate in athletics at Canton High School
for his/her high school career. *Substance Abuse EvaluBidme student wilbbtain an evaluation and at minimum
will be required to complete a brief educational session with behavioral and peer contracts. These contracts with the
required signature of the student and parent/guardian (unless emancipated) will be returnetthéoshbstance abuse
counselor and Athletic Director/Administration. Additional sessions may be needed at the discretion of the substance
abuse counselor. **Substance Abuse Progiafhe student will repeat the process of first offense requirements. At
minimum the student will be required to participate in at least 12 hours of educational/behavioral sessions addressing
substance abuse as it relates to personal history indicated by the evaluation.

12. DUE PROCESS: a) A student will be advised of the charges against him/her by the Athletic Director and/or
Administration and be given the opportunity to respond to the charges before a decision is made or a penalty imposed.
b) The student and his/her par€guardians will be advised in writing by the Athletic Director and/or Administration
of any disciplinary action taken as a result of the charge and made aware of their right to appeal. c) The student or
parent/guardian may appeal the disciplinary adtipmesponding in writing to the Principal within one calendar week
of the date on the notice of disciplinary action. The Principal will hear the appeal unless the student and/or
parents/guardians request the Athletic Board to hear the appeal. ThecABdatd shall consist of the Principal,
Athletic Director, and two coaches/sponsors. d) Upon appeal, the Principal or Athletic Board may recommend one or
more of the following: (1) Overrule the penalty: reinstatement of the participant. (2) Sustaimaltg pe initially
imposed. (3) Modify the initial penalty. (4) Suspend the participant from participation in all activities (ranging from
180 school days to the remainder of his/her high school career.)

13. Sources used to identify violations are: 1. Athland/or parent admission of infraction; 2. Information provided by
law enforcement officials; 3. Public notices of offenses; 4. Court dispositions; and 5. School District personnel.

14. If an athlete is indicted by a Grand Jury or charged by the Sty for a criminal offense, the athlete will be
suspended from participation in any contest in the activity in which he/she is participating pending a resolution by the
judicial system. The athlete may practice while on suspension. However,gttedéthe suspension may not exceed
the penalty for the offense infraction.

15. Athletes who are ineligible for academic or code violations may not travel with a team if the individual is required to
leave school while school is still in session, unkgggroval to attend is granted by the Administration. In addition, the
participant may not be in uniform in public during the period of ineligibility. However, the athlete may sit on the
bench with the team during contests.

16. If a violation occurs athie time a participant is injured or ineligible, the suspension will start when the individual
returns to practice or is academically eligible.

17. If an individual completes his/her suspension during a sport season, but does not successfully comgjetd that
season, then he/she has not satisfied the suspension and it will be carried over to the next sport season in which the
individual participates. A sport season is defined as the first official practice day through the last contests for that
activity.

18. The sponsor or head coach may establish training rules for his/her activity, which may include: a) Curfew. b)
Appropriate or required dress standards for scheduled contests. ¢) Practice regulations, including attendance, tardies,
etc. d) Other ruleappropriate for that particular activity.

Training rules for each sport are to be written and distributed to all participants at the beginning of each sport season.

However, sponsors or head coaches may NOT increase the suspension percentage ofriheckgdided contests noted

in the Athletic Policy above.
